• REALISE that we don’t need to blame anyone for
a defeat.

• REALISE tthat the most important part of playing
Rugby League is for the development – both
physical and in character – of your child.

• Be POSITIVE with your child after a match – WIN,
LOSE or DRAW.

• ENCOURAGE your child to avoid illegal/foul play
and display GOOD SPORTSMANSHIP.

• REALISE that abusive comments and inappropriate
behaviour  can lead to ill-discipline on the field.

2. You being asked to leave the
ground (You will face a Club
inquiry)

3. Police may be called

4. Your child may be excluded
from playing Rugby League
